Comes now _________________________, defendant in the above-entitled case and understands and states as follows:

1. 

that the Republic’s ________________, 20_____ Criminal Information charging the defendant with the following: Count 1, ____________________, in violation of Section __________ of the Criminal Code, 2011; and Count 2, ____________________, in violation of Section __________.

2. 

that because the defendant can be sentenced to three or more years imprisonment for the crimes charged in this case, the defendant has a right to a trial by jury, unless the defendant knowingly and voluntarily waives the right;

3. 

that the jury would be composed of four members of the community;

4. 

that through questioning of prospective jurors, the defendant could take part in the jury selection;

5. 

that a jury verdict of guilty or not guilty must be unanimous;

6. 

that if the defendant waives the right to a jury trial, the judge alone will decide whether the defendant is guilty or not guilty, not the jury;

7. 

that understanding the right to a jury trial and the consequence of a waiver, the defendant waives his jury trial right, and affirms that the defendant is of sound mind and not under the influence of alcohol or any drug, that no one has threatened the defendant regarding the waiver, that no one has promised the defendant anything regarding the waiver, and that he waives his right to a jury trial of his own free will and with the advice of counsel.
